WHAT ISA
HIGHWAY COVER?

A highway cover is a structure built
over a highway (like a very wide
bridge) that will reconnect local
streets and create new community
spaces for future development and
economic opportunities. Depending
on the final design, the cover will be
able to support buildings from three
to six stories tall. When standing on the
highway cover, you won't see much
of I-5 since traffic will be below it.

Please note that this graphic is for illustrative
purposes only and does not represent a final
design; the highway cover development process
will be led by the City of Portland, in partnership
with ODOT, with community involvement.
